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Mr. Ulysses Rice, Jr. recently retired from Public Service Electric & Gas (PSE&G) Company after 36 years of distinguished service. Since starting his career in 1968 as a participant in PSE&G’s Cadet Engineering Program, Mr. Rice has held several positions including Plant Manager of two generating stations, General Manager of Alternative Power Producers, and Director of several divisions culminating in his last position as Director of Delivery Asset Support. It should be noted that not only was Mr. Rice the first Black manager to run a generating station for PSE&G, he was also the first person in PSE&G history to manage multiple generating stations.

While at PSE&G, and even now during his retirement, Mr. Rice continues to make significant contributions to the community. He has held executive office positions for the local and state chapters of the New Jersey Jaycees and was First Vice Chair of the Urban League of Union County. On May 6, 1999, the City News of New Jersey named Mr. Rice to its 100 Most Influential List.  
Currently, Mr. Rice serves on the Board of Directors for the American Association of Blacks in Energy, the Muhlenberg Regional Medical Center, the Plainfield Health Center, and Solaris Health Systems. Mr. Rice also takes time to mentor young professionals in the energy industry.

Mr. Rice earned a Bachelor of Science degree in Mechanical Engineering from New Jersey Institute of Technology. He has also participated in the Executive Management Program at Yale University and the Program for Management Development at the Harvard Business School.
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
