His role as the Senior Vice President of Employee/Corporate Relations, included relationship development with key organizations and opinion leaders, handling of customer concerns and inquiries for the Office of the President, overseeing the Company’s relationship with retirees and the Ambassador Program, and fulfilling the duties of an Executive Partner.  He worked statewide with minority elected officials on economic development.

Born in Florence, South Carolina, Jim was a graduate of Claflin College where he received a Bachelor of Science degree.  He obtained a master’s degree from the Georgia Institute of Technology.  Jim completed advanced management programs at Georgia State University, Emory University and Harvard University.
Jim served on numerous boards including the Georgia Baptist Heath Care Foundation, Claflin University, American Association of Blacks in Energy (AABE), President of the Atlanta Union Mission, Atlanta University Center, Christian Council of Metropolitan Atlanta, The Foundation for Evangelism, Gammon Theological Seminary, President of the Georgia Department of Human Resources, Georgia Golf Hall of Fame, Leadership Atlanta and National Eagle Leadership Institute.
