Calvin H. Talley is Energy Services Field Manager for Consumers Energy’s Michigan based Bay Central Field area. Talley is responsible for compliance of the Public Safety, Regulatory and Operational commitments for the utilities’ Electric and Natural gas distribution system, serving more the 456,000 customers in upper mid-Michigan.   


Before his current assignment, Talley was general manager of Consumers Energy’s Karn/Weadock Generating Complex located near Essexville, Michigan, a position to which he was promoted in May 2003.  He is responsible for the overall business management of 825 megawatts of coal-fueled base load generation, 1,276 megawatts of oil- and natural gas-fueled peaking generation at Karn units 3&4, and an additional 425 megawatts of combustion turbine peaking generation located throughout the Consumers Energy generation portfolio.
 
Talley was previously business manager at Consumers Energy’s J.R. Whiting Generating Plant in Luna Pier, Mich., since May 2001. Talley was business manager at the J.C. Weadock plant from 1998 to 2001.  Before that, he was natural gas field manager in Jackson, overseeing service to 70,000 customers. Talley worked previously at the Karn/Weadock Generating Complex in increasingly responsible positions from 1986 to 1992.  He began his Consumers Energy career with five years at the Whiting plant, starting as a janitor and working in fuel handling, operations and maintenance.  


Talley attended Bowling Green State University and completed the executive management program at the University of Michigan.  He served as a communications specialist on the U.S. Navy aircraft carrier Forrestal. Calvin serves on the AABE National Board of Directors as the Midwest Regional Coordinator for the organization.
