employs    a minimum of three (3) individuals
         Minimum annual revenue of $250,000 with a pattern of increasing revenues
 
Anyone associated with a successful entrepreneur (professional advisor, customer, supplier, banker, lawyer, employee or spouse) may nominate an entrepreneur to enter the program. We also encourage entrepreneurs to self-nominate.
